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COMMUNITY ORIENTED POLICING IN THE EAST PRECINCT – APRIL 20 th, 2009 
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On May 12th, 2009, 5:00 pm, there will be a celebration at the East Precinct. 
Everyone is invited to participate and to attend. Details will follow in the upcoming 
weeks. 
 
Last week, East Precinct officers:  
 
·  Answered 1,927 calls for service.  
·  Arrested 408 people by physical arrest or citation.  
·  Conducted 726 traffic stops.  
·  Warned 554 motorists, 76.3% of total traffic stops. 
·  Cited 159 for traffic violations; 22% of total traffic stops. 
·  Arrested 74 motorists; 10.2% of total stops.  
·  Officers issued 18 parking citations last week.  
·  There were 43 traffic accidents in the precinct last week. 
 
Recent Developments & Significant Events:  
 
Narcotics Investigations/ Knock N’ Talks:  
 
·  East Precinct detectives charged 17 persons as the result of investigations on the 2500 block 

of Dickerson Pike, Alhambra Circle, Lyndale Drive, and the 500 block of Norton Avenue.  
Seized were one gram of cocaine, 5.2 ounces of marijuana, 42 Lortab pills, seven Soma pills, 
seven Valium pills, one weapon, and $462.00. 

 
Other Stuff:  
 
·  A review of stolen vehicle reports in Nashville from Sunday, April 5th, through Saturday, April 

11th, shows that 41.7 % of the automobiles taken (8 of 17) were easy targets because the 
keys were left inside or made available to thieves.  

 
·  The police department’s continuing PARK SMART campaign strongly urges citizens to lock 

their automobile doors, secure any valuables and REMOVE THE KEYS. Officers also urge 
citizens to SHOP SMART by not leaving purses or other valuables unattended in shopping 
carts, even for a very short time. An unattended purse is an easy target for a thief. 

 
·  Officer Chip Fisher stopped a vehicle that matched the description of a weapon call that had 

just gone out in the area. The location was Dickerson Road near Grace Street. The back seat 
passenger was exhibiting furtive movements. The smell of marijuana could be detected. A 
reasonable and prudent officer would be led to believe that criminal activity was afoot. Officer 
Fisher called for back up and Officer Jamell Randall responded. The back seat passenger 
was removed from the vehicle and a pat down was attempted. The suspect attempted to run. 
He was held onto by Officers Fisher and Randall. A struggle ensued and a revolver fell to the 
ground. The suspect was taken into custody. An ounce and a half bag of weed was located 
on the suspect. The suspect is Brandon Black. He is a candidate for federal weapons’ 
charges prosecution - having recently pled guilty to facilitation to robbery. He received a four 
year sentence. He must have gotten special extra credit for being a model inmate, as he 
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served little of that sentence – less than a year. Mr. Black was charged with being a felon in 
possession of a handgun, crooks with guns (the Federal deal), resisting arrest, possession of 
a gambling device and possession of marijuana in a drug free school zone. The driver of the 
vehicle was identified as Rufus Roper. He got some paper, too. 

  
Robberies  
 
·  East Precinct detectives have charged a 15-year-old with carjacking, evading arrest and 

violating curfew in connection with the robbery of a pizza deliveryman on Edwin Street late 
Saturday night, April 11th. When the deliveryman knocked on the door of what turned out to 
be a vacant home, two gunmen approached and demanded his money and car keys. They 
fled in the victim’s Pontiac Bonneville. Early Sunday, Detective Craig Carlson, driving an 
unmarked car, spotted the Pontiac traveling on Douglas Avenue. Officer Cody Jarvis joined 
Carlson and attempted to stop the suspects. A two-minute pursuit ended on Slaydon Drive as 
the four persons in the Pontiac bailed out and ran. A land shark tracked 15-year-old Starolyn 
Macon and apprehended him on Allenwood Drive. He was treated for a dog bite and booked 
at juvenile detention. Efforts continue to identify Macon’s accomplices. 

 
·  On Wednesday, April 15th, there was a robbery at 311 Gallatin Avenue at the Mrs. 

Winner’s. The employee had exited the store to take the cash deposit to the bank. A 
suspect tackled her and took the deposit bag.  Video shows the suspect to be a M/B, 
twenties, with braids, in a black hoodie.  

 
·  Also on Wednesday, there was a home invasion robbery on Stainback Avenue, around 9:00 

pm. The victim pulled into his driveway. He exited his vehicle and approached his front door. 
He was met by 2 M/B's, age 20-26, dressed in all black clothing. Both suspects had guns. 
One had a revolver and the other had a semi-automatic. The suspects ordered the victim to 
open the door to the house. They entered and made the victim lay down on the floor. One 
suspect held the victim at gunpoint, while the second suspect looked through the house. The 
suspects took the victim's cell phone and $80.00. The suspects ran on foot to an awaiting 
vehicle, a black Impala or Chrysler, four-door sedan. The suspects left the scene and the 
victim gave chase. The victim advised one suspect jumped out of the black vehicle and into a 
white SUV. We strongly discourage citizens from chasing armed gunmen. The victim has 
since determined that one of the suspects is an acquaintance of his. 

 
·  On Thursday, the 16th, a woman was robbed while walking in the vicinity of Riverside 

Drive and Shelton Avenue. The victim was walking from her residence on Shelton 
Avenue to a local pharmacy on Gallatin Road. The victim stated that she noticed a 
M/W, 5/7", 150 lbs, 20-30 years of age, following her. The suspect quickly 
approached her from behind, grabbed her shoulders, and spun her around. The 
suspect then grabbed her by the neck and began striking her with his fists on her 
shoulders and head. The victim fell to the ground and the suspect grabbed her purse 
and fled the scene on foot. The victim was transported to Skyline Hospital. This 
incident occurred around 7:45 pm. The victim could only provide a few details due to 
the attack occurring on a dark street. The victim sustained bruising to the face and 
shoulders.  

 
·  On Friday, there was a robbery on the 1100 block of Russell Street. The victims 

stated they were walking home when they were approached by a M/B with a gun. 
The suspect pointed the gun at their heads and demanded the purse from the female 
victim. The suspect took the purse and fled. 
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·  Also, on Friday night, a citizen stated he was walking to the gas station at 701 Dickerson 
Road to buy beer when he was approached by a suspect. The suspect asked him for change. 
This suspect was described as a M/B, 6'3”, 150 pounds. The victim pulled out $300.00! Yep. 
At that point, the suspect pulled out a handgun and took the victim's money. Another suspect 
was in a waiting Ford F-150. The truck was gray with an unknown tag. The victim then went 
to the gas station and stayed there for 3 ½ hours before calling police. The victim suffered no 
injuries.   

 
·  Then, at Ellington Parkway & Main Street in the greenway, shortly after nightfall, James 

Washburn states he has been living in the greenway area between Ellington Parkway and 
Main Street when he was approached by a man who pushed him to the ground and 
proclaimed, “I want all of your money.” The suspect then removed cash from the victim’s 
pocket and the victim’s watch. The suspect goes by the street name of “Jim.” But there are 
those who call him Tim.
