COMMUNITY ORIENTED POLICING IN THE EAST PRECINCT — MAY 4™ 2009

On May 12™, 2009, 5:00 pm, there will be a celebration at the East
Precinct. Everyone is invited to participate and to attend. There will
be an awards ceremony and food.

Last week, East Precinct officers:

Answered 2,012 calls for service.

Arrested 383 people by physical arrest or citation.
Conducted 568 traffic stops.

Warned 416 motorists, 73.2% of total traffic stops.

Cited 160 for traffic violations; 28.2% of total traffic stops.
Arrested 57 motorists; 10% of total stops.

Officers issued 7 parking citations last week.

There were 31 traffic accidents in the precinct last week.

Recent Developments & Significant Events:

Narcaotics Investigations/ Knock N’ Talks:

Flex Officers conducted a knock and talk at 911 Fatherland. Officers noticed a strong smell of

marijuana coming from the residence. Officers were able to get a search warrant on the
residence. Officers recovered four guns (one was stolen from Metro Police Department in

1982), digital scales, one gram of cocaine and one gram of marijuana. The suspect is a Brian

Mathews. He is a convicted felon. The suspect is charged with felony possession of a
weapon, simple possession x 2, theft and drug paraphernalia.

East Precinct detectives charged 25 persons as the result of investigations on North 2m
Street, Jones Avenue, Grace Street, and Montgomery Avenue. Seized were 15.2 grams of
cocaine, 19.3 grams of marijuana, four various pills, three weapons, one vehicle and
$148.00.

Other Stuff:

A review of stolen vehicle reports in Nashville from Sunday, April 19", through Saturday, April

25" shows that 47.4 % of the automobiles taken (9 of 19) were easy targets because the
keys were left inside or made available to thieves. The police department’s continuing PARK
SMART campaign strongly urges citizens to lock their automobile doors, secure any
valuables and REMOVE THE KEYS.

Officers also urge citizens to SHOP SMART by not leaving purses or other valuables
unattended in shopping carts, even for a very short time. An unattended purse is an easy
target for a thief.



There was an attempted armed robbery on the 500 block of Fatherland on April 28". The
victim stated that she was pulling up to her apartment when 2 M/B's with guns approached
her vehicle on both sides. One suspect told the victim to get out of the car or he would shoot
her. The victim’s vehicle was still in reverse so she pressed the accelerator and sped off in
reverse until she was a safe distance from the suspects. The victim called police and a
description was aired. East units working the robbery initiative quickly arrived on the scene
and apprehended both suspects. The suspects were brought back to the scene where one of
the subjects was positively identified by the victim.

On Friday, May 1%, there was another robbery attempt. This time on Northview. A seventy-
three-year-old man was arriving on Northview to collect his rent. A M/B suspect came from
the rear of the house and approached him before he could get out of his truck. The suspect
opened the driver’'s door, pulled the victim out and to the ground, demanding his money. The
victim did not have time to respond when suspect shot him twice in the legs. The suspect
then fled. The suspect is a M/B, 6'4", 215 Ibs.

There was a robbery/carjacking at 700 S 6th Street on May 3" at around noon. The victim
was working on a vehicle when he was approached by a M/B with a semi-automatic pistol.
The suspect pulled the slide back and said, “Give me your stuff.” The suspect took the
victim's car, cell phone and a GPS. Suspect fled toward Shelby Street.
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
