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North Precinct detectives are investigating whether last night’s fatal shooting of a 13-
year-old alleged robber in the Cumberland View public housing development is a
case of justifiable homicide.

JaJuan Anri Dean, of 26th Avenue North, was shot at 9:30 p.m. in the 2500 block of
25th Avenue North. He died after arriving at General Hospital.

A short time later, Tommy Washington, 23, telephoned 911, said that he had shot a
person who was trying to rob him, and that he was standing by to meet police offi-
cers on Branch Drive. Washington was taken to the North Precinct and interviewed.

The investigation to this point shows that Washington and a friend were at a Clarks-

ville Pike market when Dean asked them for a ride. Washington, who said he did not
know Dean by name, agreed to the request because he was heading to Cumberland
View any way. When the three arrived on 25th Avenue North, Washington’s friend

went inside an apartment while Washington and Dean stayed outside talking. During
the conversation, Washington said that Dean grabbed him by the shirt, demanded
his belongings and threatened to shoot him. Washington said when Dean reached
for his (Dean’s) pocket, he (Washington) pulled his own pistol and fired in self de-

fense.

Washington does not have a handgun carry permit. Dean was found unarmed.
No charges are being placed against Washington at present. The completed investi-
gative file will be sent to the District Attorney’s Office for review and potential pres-

entation to the Davidson County Grand Jury.
