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BELLSHIRE

Juveniles living in Bellshire
continue to break into their
neighbors homes. Because
they are underage, we can’t
release their names or ad-
dresses. There are two
groups of juveniles who are
responsible for a large per-
centage of the burglaries in
this neighborhood.

We have arrested one of
these groups 2 times in Feb-
ruary for the 6 burglaries
we’ve proven they committed.
It was less than 10 days of
their release from juvenile
detention that we arrested
this same group for a second
burglary spree. We are look-

ing into ways to hold their
parents accountable for the
children’s actions. The is a
second set of juvenile bur-
glars operating in the Bell-
shire Terrace area. And like
with the first group, they are
victimizing their own
neighbors.

If you see juveniles in your
neighborhood, during school
hours, call us. What we have
found is that these thieves
skip school and break into
their neighbors homes while
that neighbor is at work.
Since they’re kids, most of the
residents who catch them let
them go. Then these under

aged crooks return and steal
from the very same neighbor
who let them go before.

Be vigilant, watch out for each
other, and call us when you
see someone trying to steal
from your neighbor.

We are working with the Juve-
nile District Attorney’s Office
to find a way to remove these
repeat offenders from this
neighborhood. If you know
these children’s parents talk
with them about helping that
child find a better way to live
before that go so far down the
criminal path they can never
return.

BORDEAUX-

Auto theft is still a problem;
this month there were nine
cars stolen, six of them were
stolen when the driver left the
key in the ignition.

| know leaving your keys in
the ignition seems like a

small thing, we’ve all been
tempted to let the car warm
up while we got ready for work

or to leave it running because
“I'll only be gone for a min-
ute”. But it only takes sec-
onds for someone to steal
your car and leaving the keys
in the car has led to six of our
neighbors having their car
stolen, that’s six preventable
crimes that happened to peo-
ple we know.

GOODLETTSVILLE/RIVERGATE

Vehicle break-ins are still a
problem in this area. Please
do not leave valuables visible
in your vehicle. If you have a
$3000 laptop with a project
from work in the hard drive
that is vital to your career,
don’t leave it in the passenger
seat of your car; don’t leave
your vehicle unlocked.

There were eight “Theft from
Motor Vehicle” cases that

occurred in the Goodletts-
ville / Rivergate area last
month; in only two of those
cases the suspect forced
entry into the vehicle. That's
six out of eight crimes that
could have been prevented by
locking their valuables in the
trunk & locking their car. Itis
an unfortunate part of today’s
reality that we have to make
decisions based on what will
make us less likely to be the
target of theft.

On 2/22/09 an ex-convict
who received a six-year sen-
tence just last month for a
felony cocaine conviction
chased down and shot his
estranged girlfriend before
fatally shooting himself in the
head; a case of attempted
murder/suicide.

Kenesha Lowe, 29, of Wel-
worth Street, is in stable con-
dition with gunshot wounds to
her neck and one arm. Mi-
chael Chad Minchey, 29, of
Cedarwood Lane, who had 73
charges over the past 11
years, Killed himself behind a
home in the 100 block of
Welworth Street.

Minchey, the father of Lowe’s
two-year-old son, already had
a warrant for Aggravated As-
sault against Ms Lowe when
he kicked his way into her
home. Lowe fled in her un-
derwear and a T-shirt down
Welworth Street as Minchey
followed with gun in hand.
When Lowe sought help from
two individuals who were
working on a car, Minchey
began firing. Despite being
hit in the neck and arm, Lowe
sought refuge from a nearby
resident. As she was being let
inside, Minchey caught up
with her and again tried to
shoot her in the head. The
gun misfired. With police
sirens approaching, Minchey

NORTH PRECINCT
OFFICER OF THE MONTH

February 2009

Officer Steve Cleek
was dispatched to Bordeaux
Foodland to take a theft re-
port in January, 2009. The
thieves had pulled to the front
of the store and loaded 50
bread racks into their truck.
The racks were valued at
$1,200. Officer Steve Cleek
watched the store video with
the manager and was able to
get a good description of the
suspect vehicle. In February,
2009 Officer Cleek was pa-
trolling his assigned zone and
recognized the suspect vehi-
cle from Foodland’s video and
stopped the vehicle at 25t Av
N & Delk Av. The driver was
charged with driving on a
revoked driver’s license. The
driver agreed to speak with
detectives, admitted to the
theft, and gave them informa-
tion about several burglaries
in the area.

Officer Steve Cleek
was instructed to assist with

an initiative in 625 zone. He
checked an apartment com-
plex on Masonwood Dr with a
history for drug and weapons
crimes. While walking around
talking with residents he
found a witness to a recent
shooting. That witness was
able to tell Officer Cleek the
suspect’s name, address,
physical description, and vehi-
cle description. This informa-
tion has been essential to an
on going case being investi-
gated by North Precinct De-
tectives.

These are just two
examples of the quality work
Officer Steve Cleek produces
every day. During the month
of February, Officer Cleek

made 22 arrests (more than
an arrest per day), 52 traffic
stops, 66 attempts to serve
warrants, 26 terry stops, 52
business checks, and 256
community contacts.

Usually great per-
formance and recognition
involves a little luck and being
at the right place at the right
time. Officer Steve Cleek’s
performance in the month of
February involved neither.
Officer Cleek worked hard and
diligently on the most minor
and mundane incidents and
made that work pay off in
terms of building a good crimi-
nal case for each victim. The
above mentioned incidents
serve as a demonstration of
his continued dedication and
qualified investigative skills
as an officer of the law and
the valuable contribution he
makes to our citizens, the
North Precinct, and the Metro-
politan Nashville Police De-
partment.
